Today there is no greater glory for man than that of service in the cause of the Most Great 
Peace. Peace is light, whereas war is darkness. Peace is life; war is death. Peace is guid-
ance; war  is error. Peace is the foundation of God; war is a satanic institution. Peace is the          
illumination of the world of humanity; war is the destroyer of human foundations. When we 
consider outcomes in the world of existence, we find that peace and fellowship are factors 
of upbuilding and betterment, whereas war and strife are the causes of destruction and 
disintegration. In all cycles and ages war has been a factor of derangement and discomfort, 
whereas peace and brotherhood have brought security and consideration of human inter-
ests. This distinction is especially pronounced in the present world conditions, for warfare 
in former centuries had not attained the degree of savagery and destructiveness which now 
characterizes it. If two nations were at war in olden times, ten or twenty thousand would 
be sacrificed, but in this century the destruction of one hundred thousand lives in a day is 
quite possible. So perfected has the science of killing become and so efficient the means 
and instruments of i ts accomplishment that a whole nation can be obliterated in a short 
time. ...As the instruments and science of war have reached the degree of thoroughness and 
proficiency, it is hoped that the transformation of the human world is at hand and that in 
the coming centuries all the energies and inventions of man will be utilized in promoting the 
interests of peace and brotherhood.
